3. Discussion and Possible Action, Appoint Applicant to Citizen Oversight Committee

President Grueneberg introduced applicant, Lesley Hunter. Lesley briefly highlighted her background and
work history. After a brief discussion, Director Nelson motioned to appoint Lesley Hunter to the Citizen
Oversight Committee. Director Carrington seconded. MOTION passed unanimously by a roll call vote, with
Director Garrett absent.

4. Discussion and Possible Action, Fire Prevention Services

This item was removed from the agenda prior to the meeting.

5. Discussion and Possible Action, Development Fee and Nexus Impact Study

Fire Marshal Mason advised the Board of Directors approved the request for proposals to update the
districts Development Fee and Nexus Impact Study with a submission date of February 23, 2023 at the
August NCCFD Board Meeting. Two proposals were received. After looking at both proposals with a
summary of tasks and costs, staff recommended the district award Willdan Financial Services in the amount
of $19,230.00 and allow Chief Robitaille to sign into the agreement. Director Nelson motioned to approve
the proposal for Development Fee and Nexus Impact Study to Willdan Financial Services. Director Dorland
seconded. MOTION passed unanimously by a roll call vote, with Director Garrett absent.

CHIEFS MONTHLY REPORT

Chief Robitaille gave an update to the Rough & Ready Fire and Penn Valley Fire consolidation workshop and
townhall meeting that took place last month. He highlighted the New Mutual Agreement with Chief
Rothenberger and Ophir Hill Fire. Chief Robitaille advised the new CPR Compression Devices have been put
into service at Stations 86 and 89, special thanks to Lt. Branden Wilson for his hard work and to the Law
Enforcement Council for their $20,000 grant. The Chief also stated they were tracking expenses due to the
storm response. He commended the NCCFD staff and their hard work during the storm. Chief Robitaille met
with LAFCO to discuss MSR and the Sphere of Influence Study, Erika Seward at Nevada County for collaboration
opportunities (Community Resilience Center and Outdoor Visitor Safety Fund) and was the 49er Rotary Guest
Speaker at their meeting last month. Both Chief Robitaille and Chief Sullivan attended KNCO Talk of the Town.

Division Chief Sullivan verbally reviewed his report highlighting that there were 283 calls for service, which
included 6 structure fires. 6:56 minutes average travel time for first arriving unit. 1 fatality at a mobile home
fire as well as 1 burn patient at a motor home fire. He highlighted some of the storm response statistics.

Fire Marshal Mason verbally reviewed his report, highlighting that NCC hosted a Remington Armorers course
to Law Enforcement Personnel at Station 91. He attended the Sacramento- Sierra Arson Task Force Meeting
hosted at Auburn City Fire Department. He went to the quarterly CCAl roundtable meeting and training. Lastly,
he and Captain Tellam attended the CCAI training seminar in San Luis Obispo. On February 23", Fire Marshal
Mason assisted Placer Hills Fire District with a double fatality investigation. On February 24", he, Captain
Tellam and Reserve Investigator Carman investigated a fatality fire in the Grass Valley Mobile Home Village.

*BOARD DISCUSSION

President Grueneberg advised the Board that Chief Robitaille created a bond with the staff during the storm. He
stayed at the station and assisted during the storm. The board briefly spoke about Rough & Ready Fire and next
steps.

President Grueneberg reported out of closed session at 8:15 P.M. President Grueneberg, Director Dorland and
Chief Robitaille were appointed as the negotiators on behalf of the board. The Board gave the negotiators
direction on how to proceed.

IN CONSIDERATION OF the Landlord leasing certain premises to the Tenant, the Tenant leasing
those premises from the Landlord and the mutual benefits and obligations set forth in

this Lease, the receipt and sufficiency of which consideration is hereby acknowledged, the

Parties to this Lease (the "Parties") agree as follows:

Definitions

Leased Premises

Rent

13. The Tenant covenants that the Tenant will carry on and conduct its business from time
to time carried on upon the Premises in such manner as to comply with all statutes,
bylaws, rules and regulations of any federal, state, municipal or other competent
authority and will not do anything on or in the Premises in contravention of any of them.

14. The Tenant covenants that the Tenant will carry on and conduct its business from time
to time carried on upon the Premises in such manner as to comply with any statute,
including any subordinate legislation, which is in force now or in the future and taking
into account any amendment or re-enactment, or any government department, local
authority, other public or competent authority or court of competent jurisdiction and of
the insurers in relation to the use, occupation and enjoyment of the Building (including
in relation to health and safety compliance with the proper practice recommended by all

appropriate authorities).

Quiet Enjoyment
15. The Landlord covenants that on paying the Rent and performing the covenants
contained in this Lease, the Tenant will peacefully and quietly have, hold, and enjoy the

16. The Tenant may make the following improvements to the Premises:

Abandonment

Tenant for damages or for any payment of any kind whatever, and may, at the
Landlord's discretion, as agent for the Tenant, relet the Premises, or any part of the
Premises, for the whole or any part of the then unexpired Term, and may receive and
collect all rent payable by virtue of such reletting, and, at the Landlord's option, hold the
Tenant liable for any difference between the Rent that would have been payable under
this Lease during the balance of the unexpired Term, if this Lease had continued in
force, and the net rent for such period realized by the Landlord by means of the
reletting. If the Landlord's right of reentry is exercised following abandonment of the
premises by the Tenant, then the Landlord may consider any personal property

Governing Law

Severability

arrears.

36. Where there is more than one Tenant executing this Lease, all Tenants are jointly and
severally liable for each other's acts, omissions and liabilities pursuant to this Lease.

37. Time is of the essence in this Lease.

38. This Lease will constitute the entire agreement between the Landlord and the Tenant.
Any prior understanding or representation of any kind preceding the date of this Lease
will not be binding on either party to this Lease except to the extent incorporated in this
Lease. In particular, no warranties of the Landlord not expressed in this Lease are to be
implied.

Memorandum of Understanding

Purpose and Scope

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to clearly identify the roles
and responsibilities of each party as they relate to in-kind vegetation management
services provided to Nevada County Consolidated Fire District (NCCFD) by the Fire Safe
Council of Nevada County (FSCNC.)

Both NCCFD and FSCNC should ensure that program activities are conducted in
compliance with all applicable local, State and Federal laws, rules, and regulations.

MOU Term

The term of this MOU Agreement is the period within which the project responsibilities of
this agreement shall be performed. The term commences on May 25", 2023 and
terminates on July 9, 2023.

Nevada County Consolidated Fire District Responsibilities

NCCFD shall provide housing for the AmeriCorps Red 6 work crew at Station 82 located
at Scotts Flat Road, Nevada City, CA including use of kitchen equipment, utilities, and
facilities during the duration of the MOU term.

Fire Safe Council of Nevada County Responsibilities

FSCNC shall provide seven crew days (up to 6 people) of work including equipment, fuel
and other supplies to perform vegetation management activities for NCCFD. Vegetation

management to consist of compliance with California Public Resource Code 4291. Crew

work shall be discussed with FSCNC overhead and parameters developed for the project
the crews are detailed to.

The estimated value of the crew labor, equipment and supplies for seven days is $8,064

(6 crew members at $24 /hr.x 8 hours, including equipment, safety supplies, oil and fuel
x 7 days at 8 hours each.)
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On site consultation with NCCFD staff shall define the priorities in the scope of work prior
to work commencing. Work shall be performed and scheduled upon mutual agreement
between the parties between May 25™, 2023 and July 9, 2023.

NCCFD, FSCNC and AmeriCorps supervisor shall conduct a walk-through inspection
prior to occupancy and note any defects at the facility and compare these notes to a final
walk-through inspection by all parties prior to departure. Any damage caused to the
property shall be repaired at the expense of the FSCNC, unless deemed to be
mechanical failure, normal wear and tear or acts beyond their control.

Modification and Termination

1. This agreement may be cancelled or terminated without cause by either party by
giving (30) calendar days advance written notice to the other party. Such
notification shall state the effective date of termination or cancellation and include
any final performance and/or payment requests.

2. Any and all amendments must be made in writing and must be agreed to and
executed by the parties before becoming effective.

Effective Date and Signature
This MOU shall be effective upon the signatures of NCCFD and FSCNC
authorized officials. It shall be in force from May 25™, 2023 to July 9, 2023.
NCCFD and FSCNC indicate agreement with this MOU by their signatures.
